The Idaho Telehealth Access Act  (2015) authorized boards to promulgate rules related to telehealth. The following was added to Statute 54-3404  “(11) To establish by rule the standards and requirements for the use of communication technology in the practice of counseling and marriage and family therapy, including supervision.” 
The 2014 ACA Code of Ethics was incorporated by reference in Rule 004.01 (4-11-15).

Proposed rule changes for the 2016 legislative session:  Require 6 CEUs in advanced supervisor training in order to renew one’s supervisor registration every 5 years. Allow supervision to be provided over a secure live electronic face-to-face connection.
