Minnesota Statutes sections 148B.50 to 148B.593 – Licensed Professional Counseling – is both a title act and a practice act (Minnesota Administrative Rules chapter 2150 – Board of Behavioral Health and Therapy Licensure – sets forth standards for License Renewals and Termination, Continuing Education, Supervised Field Experience and Professional Practice, and Conduct)
Minnesota Statutes chapter 148F – Alcohol and Drug Counselors Licensing – is both a title act and a practice act

As of December 22, 2014, Minnesota has:
451 Licensed Professional Counselors (LPCs)
856 Licensed Professional Clinical Counselors (LPCCs)
2,710 Licensed Alcohol and Drug Counselors (LADCs)
176 Temporary Permit Holders who practice alcohol and drug counseling under supervision

Full licensure for LPCC, LPC, and LADC credentials
Temporary permit for alcohol and drug counseling practice (permit holders are supervised)

Master’s or doctoral degree in counseling for LPC and LPCC licensure
Bachelor’s degree for LADC licensure
Associate’s degree for temporary permit to practice alcohol and drug counseling
6.  How many colleges/universities in your state offer degrees in counseling?
The BBHT does not have definitive information on the number of educational institutions offering degrees in counseling.  To the best of the BBHT’s knowledge, there are approximately twenty-seven (27) accredited schools in the State of Minnesota that offer a counseling curriculum with degrees beginning at the associate’s level and progressing through the doctoral degree level.  
At least fifteen (15) schools offer graduate degrees in counseling.  Nine (9) schools are institutions of higher education that are accredited by a regional accrediting organization recognized by the Council for Higher Education Accreditation (CHEA).  The following are CHEA schools:  Adler Graduate School; Argosy University-Twin Cities; Bethel University; Hazelden Graduate School; Metropolitan State University; Saint Mary’s University; St. Catherine University; University of Minnesota; and University of St. Thomas.  Six (6) schools offer counseling programs recognized by the Council for Accreditation of Counseling and Related Education Programs (CACREP) (Capella University; Minnesota State University Mankato; Minnesota State University Moorhead; St. Cloud State University; Walden University; and Winona State University).  
7.  How many programs in your state are accredited by CACREP?
There are six (6) CACREP accredited programs in the State of Minnesota.
8.  What tests are used by your board for licensure?
National Counseling Exam (NCE) or National Clinical Mental Health Counseling Exam (NCMHCE) for LPC Licensure
National Clinical Mental Health Counseling Exam (NCMHCE) for LPCC licensure
[LADC Exam Information: the two most commonly used exams are the written comprehensive exams offered through the International Certification and Reciprocity Consortium (IC&RC), administered in Minnesota through the Minnesota Certification Board (MCB); and the National Certification Exam for Addictions Counselors, Level II (NAADAC (NCC-AP-NCAC) Level 2), through the Professional Testing Corporation and the National Association for Alcoholism and Drug Abuse Counselors (NAADAC).]
