Ohio has the following: Licensed Professional Clinical Counselor (LPCC), Licensed Professional Counselor (LPC), Clinical Resident (CR; for LPCs completing supervision requirements for the LPCC), and Counselor Trainee (CT). A supervision designation is also available for LPCCs.  

5.  What advanced degrees does your board accept for licensure as of 2014? Master’s degree in mental health counseling is required.  

6.  How many colleges/universities in your state offer degrees in counseling? Approximately 24 colleges/universities offer counseling degrees.
